The future site of the garden. . .
Two main topics emerged

this year. The first topic was the implementation
of the 7 Healthy Habits put forth by the Leader in
Me program. After researching the program, and
how it may fit at LIES, as well as the cost in-
volved, it was determined that this program will
not be implemented at this time. Instead, we are
focusing on the current character education pro-
gram that was instated by the district. Every
month, a different word, such as kindness, for-
giveness, gratitude, or respect is chosen and dis-
cussed as a theme for the month.

The second topic presented was a gardening pro-
gram for the students. We started a Garden Club
March 28th which consists of 4 staff members
and 14 students.
