·As a committee, we analyzed a variety of school
data to make decisions regarding hiring an
interventionist, purchasing core curriculum, and
buying incentives that could motivate our
students academically and reinforce our
character traits. 
Our goal this year was to enhance the school
environment. The committee discussed ways to
do so and implemented strategies that will
improve teachers’ and students’ sense of
belonging.
We hosted our first in-person event, allowing all of
our parents to participate in our literacy night. We
have parents selling items in the school store,
selling ice cream, serving as chaperones on field
trips, helping with fundraising money and helping
specific teachers in the classroom. We have a
parent–teacher organization. Monthly newsletters
are sent to our parents.
