TEACHER QUALITY

The majority of our teachers (71.1%) have con-
tinued their education and achieved advanced
degrees. Nine teachers are National Board
Certified. One teacher recently completed a
doctoral degree and another an educational
specialist degree. The percentage or teachers
who returned to Mountain View from last year
is 95.1%. Teacher attendance rate is 93.6%.
